· The PTA has exceeded membership and charitable contributions.  
· A Profit and Loss report July 1-October 12, 2011 was provided but it was noted that this is not the checking account balance.

	IX. Delegate’s Report
	· The delegate meeting was last week and it lasted over 2 hours.
· There is a school improvement plan (SIP) that was discussed at the delegate’s meeting.  Worthington’s is on our website.  New dates need to be uploaded.  The SIP is basically a business plan for the school to see if goals need to be restructured for the following year.  Some schools are discouraging parent participation with the SIP development.
· There was quite a lot of discussion on the county delegate change plan.  The proposed legislation is that they will no longer vote for board members at large.  The board members will be for each district and if not diverse, the county executive will pick two.  The PTA CHC tool the position that (1) not enough time was spent researching this issue (2) all representation should be elected and not appointed.   There was a vote but April abstained because she did not know Worthington PTA’s views and she needed to vote on behalf of our PTA and not on behalf of herself only.
· There will be a coat drive.  This year the coats will be collected, sorted and immediately distributed.  The deadline to turn in coats is 10/31/11.

	X. Committee Reports
	· Ways and Means – 30 kids books have not been returned and Dana is following up on those.  More restaurant nights have been scheduled.  Qdoba on 10/17/11 and FuddRuckers on 12/13/11.  Zack is working on getting restaurant nights schedule for 2012 and may try Red Robbin and Noodles and Co.  Looking for more variety so we can make sure we take care of our community (i.e., vegetarians).
· Membership – Officers are required to be members.  The number of members is down from last year and we have more kids enrolled.  Membership includes 237 parents, 25 teachers, for a total of 262 members.
